Chet Toler, of Douglasville, modi-
fied his basement’s fluorescent light 
fixtures to accept 60-watt equivalent 
LED bulbs, and save energy. He states 
that the lighting is much better now 
and he is using less wattage and saving 
energy. LED bulbs are fast replacing 
the CFLs and should be considered 
when replacing bulbs. 

Joy Bullington, who lives in Hiram, 
decided to insulate her garage so she 
would no longer lose heat or cool air 
when she opens the door to enter 
her kitchen from the garage. She now 
saves energy and increases her com-
fort level. She also insulated the ceiling 
above her garage to match the insula-
tion level of the rest of her attic.

Your co-op is building a cooperative solar farm near its Douglasville 
headquarters in Paulding County at the intersection of Laird and Ridge 
Roads off Highway 92. Construction began in September with the first 
solar-generated electricity expected to be flowing by Jan. 1.

“We have been hearing from our members that they want solar-generated 
power. While most people believe that almost any home can have rooftop 
solar successfully installed, the National Renewable Energy Laboratory 
estimates only about 25 percent of the residential rooftops in our country 
are suitable for on-site solar generation,” says GreyStone CEO Gary Miller. 
“The great thing about GreyStone Cooperative Solar is that no matter what 
your home’s situation, you can participate in solar energy production.”

 As a GreyStone Power member-owner, you can receive the output from 
the solar facility according to your needs and interest. Every month, the 
energy output of your portion will be calculated and credited to your 
bill. This solar energy will offset energy produced from traditional fuels. 
GreyStone member-owners may purchase up to two blocks of solar energy. 
There is no contract, and you may cancel your participation at any time.

HOW MUCH DOES

While each block costs $25 per 
month, conservative estimates are 
that credits for the solar-powered 
generation will reduce the cost 
to approximately $27 extra per 
year for one block of solar power, 
or $54 per year for two blocks.
