EPA releases long-awaited rule on power plants

Last month, the Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) proposed

a new plan targeting existing power

plant emissions that could increase
electricity costs for many Americans

like you. GreyStone is also concerned

that the EPA’s plan could force
power plant shutdowns, reduce the
reliability of the power supply and
harm the economy.

The impacts on any specific
GreyStone co-owned power plants
cannot be determined immediately
because of the level of detail in the

proposal, and because the states are

charged with developing specific
plans over the next few years for
meeting carbon reduction goals.

The EPA’s plan would reduce

carbon dioxide emissions 30 percent
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below 2005 levels by 2030.
GreyStone has already joined
with other Georgia utilities in reduc-
ing carbon emissions and increas-
ing renewable energy capacity.
For example, GreyStone and other
utilities are constructing two new
zero carbon emission nuclear units
at Plant Vogtle near Augusta, Ga.
GreyStone is also a co-owner of two
existing units at Plant Vogtle and
two existing units at the Edwin I.

Hatch nuclear plant near Baxley, Ga.
The EPA will hold a 120-day
comment period with public hear-
ings the week of July 28 in four
U.S. cities, including Atlanta. More
than 500,000 co-op members have
already sent emails to the EPA
opposing proposed regulations that
constrain generating fuels.

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A day in history

Rural electrification has come a
long way since the 1930s. Though 417
rural electric cooperatives had been
established with the help of the Rural
Electrification Administration (REA) by
1939, only 25 percent of rural homes
had received power.

In 1940, the United States Film
Service produced the film, “Power and
the Land," for the REA as a documentary
chronicling two full days on the Parkin-
sons’ dairy farm: a day without power,
and the day the lights came on.

Its purpose was to show the
struggle to bring electricity to the rural
parts of the United States, while also

WATERMELON LIME SORBET

Ingredients:

1 cup water

1/2 to 1 cup sugar (depending on personal
preference and watermelon sweetness)

8 cups cubed fresh watermelon

1/3 cup lime juice

Step 1: Place water and sugar in a sauce-
pan over medium heat. Bring to a boil and
cook until sugar is completely dissolved
to create a syrup. Remove from heat and
allow to cool.

Step 2: In a food processor or blender, mix
watermelon cubes, syrup and lime juice.
Blend until smooth. Place the liquid in the

showing farmers how electricity could
improve their lives.

“Power and the Land,” directed by
Jorvis Ivens, premiered in St. Clairsville,
Ohio, on Aug. 31, 1940. It was then dis-
tributed to 5,000 movie theaters across
the country after RKO Radio Pictures
picked it up afew months after the
premier.

In 2008, the documentary “Power
for the Parkinsons,” narrated by the late
Walter Cronkite, was released allowing
viewers a closer look at the making of
“Power and the Land” The sequel, “The
Parkinsons,” also narrated by Cronkite,
continues the story of the family after

Step 3: Add cooled liquid to an ice cream
machine and freeze according to manufac-
turer’s directions.

August 1940.“This is the family and
this is the film that helped electrify the
American farm," declared Cronkite.

Place the filled rind in the freezer for
about 4 to 5 hours. Cut watermelon slices
2 to 3 inches thick for best results. Over-
freezing would require it to soften before
serving.
